MSD sends its greetings to our congregation and hopes that we will continue to send participants to activities offered throughout the year.  MSD Executive Director, Eunice Benton, applauded our successful Inter-Congregation Picnic with Murfreesboro and Cookeville.  Additionally, Eunice encourages more collaboration among small churches in our district.  She also reminds us that the 2011 General Assembly in Charlotte, NC, is the 50th Anniversary of the merger between Unitarian and Universalist churches, and calls for particular participation by MSD churches, hoping that plans will be made to support a delegate.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Chuck Morgret

For the month of April, our operating income was $3,191.50 (thanks in part to a very successful yard sale!) and operating expenses were $1,364.79. Our operating income for the fiscal year (which began July 1) to date is $23,708.10 and operating expenses are $23,146.04. (Our planned operating budget for the fiscal year is $29,987.) Outside the operating budget, we received $102 in pass-through contributions from our Last Sunday potluck. Expenses outside the operating budget included $50 for lawn care from designated contributions.

 We kicked off our pledge drive on Sunday, May 30. As this is later than usual, this will be a short pledge drive. The proposed operating budget for the fiscal year beginning July 1 is $32,271. The pledge total required to support that budget is $24,531. We would like to have pledge forms turned in by Sunday, June 13, so that we can make any necessary changes to the proposed budget at the board meeting on that date. A pledge form is attached; forms are also available at the church. As always, in considering your pledge amount I would ask you to consider the role this church plays in your life and what you would like to see it become. On behalf of the board and the entire congregation, thanks for your ongoing support of our church!
